The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (the "Department™) has reviewed the Second Interim
Remediation Report for the 13" Street Plaza Site. This report was submitted on behalf of City of Boulder (the
Applicant) concerning the property identified in the application and known as the 13" Street Plaza Site, Boulder,
Boulder County, Colorado (the site). This review was limited to the materials submitted by the Applicant, as well
as those materials required by 25-16-304(2) C.R.S.

Additional remediation is necessary and appropriate to address the residual dissolved phase VOC and SVOC
impacts from the historic manufactured gas plant. As you are aware, the VCP has long term goals for sites with
organic ground water contamination to meet applicable ground water standards at the property boundaries.
CDPHE believes that standard monitored natural attenuation at this site will result in a significant number of
decades of monitoring and that active treatment, as recommended by the city’s consultant is warranted and agrees
with the proposal for additional treatments.

CDPHE would like to see more detailed quarterly reporting of ground water monitoring events. This reporting
should include quarterly ground water flow maps, consistent field parameter monitoring which routinely includes
dissolved oxygen and oxidation/reduction potential parameters. CDPHE would also like to see these parameters
monitored in well #13 for the Art Cleaners site. This well is located downgradient from the 13" Street Plaza site
and upgradient of the Art Cleaners site. This will aid in assessing travel time and changes in those conditions
with respect to the 13" Street Plaza Site.
