Hill community members gathered Thursday at Spark Boulder to hear about UHNA activities, including Saturday’s 

cemetery cleanup and the ‘Midsommer’ picnic at the cemetery June 21

. Members of the Boulder Police 

Department gave updates on current trends and the new Community Policing in the high-density residential area 

of the Hill.  Community members are encouraged to give feedback on current community policing efforts by taking 

a short online survey HERE. City staff presented an update on the Hill Reinvestment Strategy, prompting a 

discussion of the role of the proposed CU conference center and the arts in encouraging Hill revitalization; 

including existing businesses and institutions acting as gathering places for the arts.  The City’s Office of Arts + 

Culture will dedicate $70,000 to installing new public art (to be determined) on the Hill in 2016-17.
