1 Vibrant paint job, regularly scheduled public events a la Thursday evenings on the Mall,

1 add history to structure - signs

1 more activities there, in fall and water too.

1 not have transients camping in it. I think it is wasted space. No real need for it.

1 paint it an than have more enterainment day and night--use tax money from pot sales

1 relocate it, improve seating

1 remove the seats and replace with grass, book more shows with a bar

1 Keep it where it is, restore it so it is safe, and change use regulations so it is used more often.

1 You can't make a silk purse out of a sow's ear. Location is bad. It should be moved to a quieter location if you are bent on
preserving. Also, major improvements in sound systems, cosmetic upgrades, seating are needed. Just because it's old
doesn't mean it's great. Finally, get onerous City regulations and requirements out of way to increase the number of groups
who are able to use it. City should subsidize insurance for groups interested in using, lower deposits and fees, and streamline
application process so it is easy and cheap to use the bandshell. Current requirement for non-profits/artists using bandshell to
indemnify the multimillion dollar City for liability is a bizarre business decision on City's part. It is also very unfriendly to the arts.

1 Remove some of the benches and make a lawn area closer to the stage. Actively program it with cincerts for every Farmers
Market, movies in the park, etc.

1 It needs to be better integrated into the flow of people in the park and away from the noisy intersection of Broadway and Canyon

1 Leave the Bandshell exactly where it is but redesign the north wall to become visible and transparent to people on Canyon
Blvd. but with a drop curtain or wall to close during performances.Then place some bold sculpture on both east and west of the
bandshell like the BEAN in Chicago's Millenium Park. Leave seating in place with cover to protect against sun and rain or
snow. This is cheaper and better than any relocation.

1 The bandshell must be moved to a quieter location in order to be useful. Moreover the location should be pleasant. Perhaps the
pearl street mall band on the bricks location might measure louder, but it is a far more pleasant kind of noise than the traffic
noise at the band shells current location.

1 I have only lived in Boulder 4 years and know very little about it. Is there signage and/or interpretation at the bandshell site
letting visitors know about Glen Huntington, the time period, etc.? Is there a walking tour map of downtown Boulder with the
bandshell on it? In what ways is the bandshell part of the BVSD social studies curriculum? Does the Boulder Museum of
History have an exhibit about the bandshell? Could the CU Conference on World Affairs hold a presentation at the site (weather
permitting)? The only concert I have seen at the bandshell was the Boulder Concert Band. Why isn't the bandshell being
programmed weekly? Why are there "Bands on the Bricks" but not at the bandshell? There are so many musical organizations
in Boulder. Consider asking each group to donate a concert to the city and create a summer celebration showcasing each.
With its art deco theme, why not celebrate that time period with theme- related concerts? If there was a concert every Saturday
in conjunction with the market, people would participate. I would time my visit to the market to hear a special concert. Link the
theme of the concert with the market. For example, you had some beautiful daffodils planted that came up this spring. A
concert celebrating flowers/spring would have been fun. Then a market vendor(s) could sell daffodils. As I googled the
bandshell, I saw photos of weddings. Add more information on the city's rental page about the bandshell and possible uses for
it. Citizens, in general, need to be more informed about its history.

1 Put it next to the tea house and use it for music at the farmers market. It's inform too hot to use at its current location in the
daytime. It would be better for nighttime concerts wherever it goes. The benched are uncomfortable and it would frankly be
better with grass seating or a real ampiheatre seating arrangement .Maybe use it for movies.
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1 Relocate. My preference would be south of creek. Police. It should not serve as a transient shelter Program. Utilize it in
conjunction with the library

1 It' strikes me that the biggest issue with increasing use is increasing the number of events booked there .. the only time I've
seen it used is for the Boulder Creek Festival...

1 I don't think the current location of the bandshell is the problem. The problem is the lack of strong site planning surrounding and
leading to the bandshell. It definitely looks neglected and like an after-thought. Create a significant boundary/delineator between
Broadway and the bandshell, build appropriate facilities/access for performers if that's necessary, design the space to support
the importance of the bandshell. The bandshell is a great amenity to downtown and wonderful to see when driving down
Broadway or Canyon.

1 I think it should stay where it is. I would not want the design to change. Repair and refurbish with original materials and
schedule events there. I know the traffic is loud. So much is gone that we have lost our town.

1 Add more rows of seating, restrooms, acoustics and make it a small venue theatre. Location should stay where it is!

1 Better pathways to and around structure. Schedule some recurring concerts to draw attention. Highlight it on the Central Park
website with info on how to rent it out and show the concert schedule (is there one?). The "Concerts in the Park" events don't
include anything at the Bandshell. It seems like the Parks Dept. ignores this structure and would like it to be forgotten, instead
of trying to promote its use.

1 When events are held in it, ask organizers to include an announcement about its significance. Install signage announcing
upcoming evens at it.

1 - Limit the homeless use in and around the bandshell - Provide a more reasonable booking structure - Lower the cost of using
the bandshell - Possibly even incentivize bookings - Keep it maintained

1 Provide historic information with a poster near the bandshell. I walk by it almost daily and know very little about its significance.
I know very little of the activities that take place in the bandshell. Where are these activities advertised?

1 Hold regular ongoing events there during the summer evenings, such as once a week movies, once a week band concerts,
theater productions. Make it a destination performance spot such as Chautauqua.

1 I don't know what the problem is, I think bands would know best. Perhaps bands don't like playing in bandshells....

1 I don't see the significance of the bandshell. Been in Boulder 9 years and have seen it used as a band shell once. Homeless
people sleep there and I avoid it. Tear it down.

1 I'm actually not that fond of it. It's usually empty and the acoustics on that corner are terrible. Sometimes homeless people
sleep there though, so it gets that use.

1 hold more community events at this location. refresh the paint refresh the seating improve path access and lighting

1 Preserve the appearance and historical characteristics. Move the structure to a place where the traffic noise won't interfere with
performances and a adequately sized seating area, perhaps with room for a dance floor, would be part of the whole activity
venue.

1 Use it for Tea Dances on Sunday afternoons, for example. Would need to add a dance surface in front of the bandshell.

1 better programming (more outdoor concerts -- world music, classical, something to really draw a diversity of community
participants) + better landscape design around bandshell adjacent to canyon and broadway

1 Performance offerings could take place most nights. Food trucks could be staged on 13th St. to encourage residents to attend
early evening performances.

1 I would be in favor of moving it. The back side of it does nothing for the pedestrian environment along Canyon, and the traffic
backdrop is probably not very inviting for viewers of the bandshell performances.
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1 The bandshell currently sits at one of the noisiest and busiest corners in our city. I only ever see homeless people hanging out
on or near it. It would be wonderful to be able to move it to a quieter location and increase its use. There are plenty of musical
organizations in Boulder who could utilize it: Parlando, CU Music Dept, Colorado Music Festival, to name a few. Start a concert
series! It reminds me of the shell on the Charles River in Boston. Go for it! Change is needed!

1 The band shell and Central Park provide a necessary open space respite from the intensive construction along Canyon Blvd.
The should be preserved for all time to keep downtown from becoming a solid block of buildings. More entertainment events,
such as Band on the Bricks, would bring people to this treasure of water, green and open space.

1 I know it is historic but it is not attractive and takes away from what I think we want our image as an innovative, creative city to
be.

1 It needs to be used more often by community cultural groups. Its current location is a huge detriment to its historic use. It
requires a place for "back of house" uses like storage and changing rooms.

1 LED wall flood lighting. Light this thing up in different colors at night. especially the ridges on the interior. This will also get rid of
the night sleepers....

1 I like the band shell where it is. I do not want to have it moved or torn down. It creates a nice friendly atmosphere to that space
in downtown Boulder.

1 During the farmer's markets on Saturday and Wednesday, you should offer the space for bands or dancers or anyone who
wants to perform. That is ideal for people who are sitting and enjoying a meal there.

1 The bandshell, although a civic treasure, is located in the wrong location and is managed incorrectly, hence it gets minimum
use. To solve the problem and get more use, it should be moved.

1 Put some planning into events that make use of the Bandshell. Right now, the city treats it as a complete afterthought, or even
a nuisance. The reinvigoration of the civic area would, by its nature, offer many opportunities to make better use of the
bandshell.

1 I'm not so concerned about historical awareness as I am the fact that the bandshell in under-utilized. Let's have more concerts
at the bandshell. Move Bands on the Bricks or create a new weekly event (Wednesdays to coincide with Farmer's Market?) or
another evening.

1 Move the bandshell 25' south to allow for the Canyon Blvd "complete street", renovate seating areas, better connection to
Farmers Market, more shade.

1 Program it regularly, reduce/eliminate usage fees, remove the benches, extend the lawn east, and design an addition to create
a buffer and would address the pedestrian experience along Canyon.

1 Lower the fee to rent out the bandshell so there is always programming in there, especially during the Farmers Market
Wednesday and Saturday. Rent it out for yoga classes, Tai Chi, anything!

1 The structure as it exists has little architectural value. Its historic significance derives from its location alone, rebuilding it on the
same site and fostering utilization of it is the best way to increase recognition of its significance..

1 either relocate west of broadway and a quieter setting or off site to Chautauqua or the proposed Boulder Food Park area.

1 The Bandshell needs to host actual performances regularly. If kept where it is at, it will become an archeological ruin; kept only
as a static object meant to be viewed, but never again used. This would be disrespectful to its history and to the people who
created it. The Bandshell is not the Roman Forum. It is less than 100 years old, and the best way to respect its history is to use
it as intended; not to allow it to rot in place as if it were a priceless ruin. It's not.

1 The bandshell seems to be waiting for a regular schedule of cultural events to bring it relevance. I love the location— close to
downtown, but also close to Boulder Creek. The way it sits near the Farmer's Market and other cultural locations like the
Teahouse and BMOCA feels just perfect to me.
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1 Way too much traffic noise to be functional where it is. Needs a location where it can be functional.

1 A new conservative paint job, e.g., light sage green, possibly with a vine design trailing across the outside; paint the inside
semi-circles in gradated hues of the same color, ranging from darker (outermost) to lighter (innermost).

1 It doesn't have enough regular use to remind me that it's an historic and important part of the city. There should be music there
every weekend during the Farmers Market — integrate it with the market more authentically. It feels isolated and disconnected,
even though it is right downtown. It also needs a prominent historic landmark and colorful flags or banners flying around/above
it.

1 Make it free to use. Don't require paperwork. The public will be creative if you remove the barriers to its use. Improve the
seating.

1 Do a weekly "Band on the Bricks" type of event, twice per week. Could be professional bands, could be high school bands,
marimba and other local class groups, etc. How about some City staff presentations of planning projects like the Civic Area
itself, with models and drawings - civic engagement continues to assume that people have free time to attend long City Council
meetings and doesn't get out to try to meet people who don't otherwise engage with existing processes.

1 Go beyond thinking of it as place for music or other audio performances. It could be the canvas for great light shows, or there
could be a giant inflatable mollusc emerging from the shell that housed visual art, or lots of other ideas. Maybe it would help if
we stopped calling it the "bandshell" and started calling it the "artshell".

1 chess tables, public ping pong or other ways to encourage different folks to congregate in the space when events aren't
happening

1 Move it to the muni campus where all the parking is going to be filled in, and put a parking lot where it exists now so people can
park easier.

1 While it is both of historic and architectural significance, it is not It is not worth a lot of effort to preserve. It is rather unwieldy and
I have not yet seen designs that keep this without compromising more important design aspects.

1 Paint it in many bright colors. Perhaps allow an area artist to design a painting for it. And then perhaps offer a microphone to be
available during a certain time each week for anyone to use to entertain the masses -- whether as a musician, a speaker, or
anything. Allow the community to use its treasure and allow creativity to flow on what better stage?

1 Modify it on the sides and back to provide facilities/logistical stuff, whatever would make it easier to set up and perform. Add an
interpretative sign with photos of people using the Bandshell in the old days. Add colors and lights.

1 Move it to an altogether different place. The traffic noise of Broadway and Canyon has made it unsuitable for music or any kind
of audio presentation.

1 1. A redesign of the grounds around the bandshell.. ie.. remove the benches and replace with a lawn where people can "picnic
in the park" during a "free" City sponsored program of music, theatre, and dance related performance. It's a great place near
the farmer's market, Dushanbe Teahouse, Creek etc.. to create a gathering place for the arts.

1 If you haven't been by the Bandshell lately, you might want to take a peek inside and see who uses it. For all those people who
believe it’s a special landmark in a glorious location, we never see them there. Do you go there? We walk by several times a
month. The so called landmarked Bandshell is home only to the transient population, at least when we go by. Perhaps in any
reality-based discussion of the Bandshell—keep it, renovate it, move it—there needs to be a discussion of who actually sets
foot in it and visits for long periods of time and how that fact might influence possible future visitors. And given how it’s used,
unless you have an effective plan to change that, what difference does it make where it’s located?

1 Relocate it inside the civic area, and create a backstage area. Preserve and honor this architectural asset for future
generations.

1 Please keep the Bandshell in the park where it is and, if anything, improve and expand the seating area and then schedule its
use for performances, like those held at Chautauqua Auditorium.
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1 there should be more events scheduled on a steady basis. It should be as well known in town as the "band on the bricks".

1 Hold more performances there, and get the word out about those performances. Maybe join forces with BMOCA, or the Dairy,
or Chautauqua- these are all places people know to look for performances...
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1 - Possibly add an awning option to reduce sun effects which can be brutal

1 A sound barrier should be created flanking the intersection to decrease traffic noise.

1 Add a dance surface in the front on the ground

If not deep enough,
could add a glass canopy to the front in the same shape as the bandshell. The exterior roof needs some aesthetic
improvements in all cases.

1 Rather then an elevated stage it might be better with raked seating or grassy steps. Movie screen?

1 Fewer and better benches, shade structures, sloping lawn area for picnics/stage viewing, stone sitting wall connecting
bandshell with Farmer's Market area.

1 Ask artists that have performed there what improvements need to be made to make it more useful. In the intro to this survey
should be a description of the specific factors that make it ineffective. What is wrong with the location and design? It's hard to
find solutions to the problems when they are not clearly identified.
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1 Have the seating in shade. I would have it facing east or north so the sun doesn't get into the performers eyes and it won't be
so hot for people who want to dance in front of it.

1 I am not sure I would modify it ....unless perhaps offering food trucks near by to increase the desirability of people wanting to
congregate at that spot.

1 Please see answers to Q . # 1. Transparent north wall when not in use but a display area for sculpture and other art media.Do
not move structure but cover seating area.

1 Have you considered removing its skin and showcasing the architecture of the structure? It reminds me a lot of the beams in
Chautauqua Auditorium. If you aren't going to program it because of noise issues, etc, then celebrate it as a structure. Could it
be transformed into a shade structure?

1 The area in front of the stage is a mess. A rubberized playground surface could be installed to cut down on mud or dust when
bands are performing.

1 Make a removable wood (bambo) dance floor in front of the stage, the dusk and dirt get pretty bad with people dancing

1 I don't know the current issues that may make it difficult to use as a performance venue. Is parking an issue, for example?

1 Add a backstage area for theater performances. Also, an orchestra pit-type space would add significant performance
possibilities.

1 How could you modify it without ruining it? Any plan to move it would ruin the historic integrity to this historic landmark. This is
an in-place HISTORIC LANDMARK, why is the city council trying to move this or change it? If you need an additional space for
a changing room or other services to support the structure, you could create another structure near it to serve such functions.
But do not modify the existing structure. That would change the character of the architecture and the historic structure.

1 I wouldn't change it much. ... again, the issue seems to be getting events booked there. It could also be used for plays. Events
should be mostly free... maybe with a tip jar.

1 The bandshell itself is fine as a stage, but it needs a larger and more flat area in front so that it can have up to 2000 in the
audience. It should also be managed by the private sector like Chautauqua dining hall or the Library bridge cafe

1 Design an addition to create a buffer and would address the pedestrian experience along Canyon, remove the benches, extend
the lawn east (replace the wood chips)

1 I don't know the space intimately, but it would be wonderful to be able to fit an orchestra on it.

1 Is there anyway to modify the area to reduce the number and frequency of homeless camping in the bandshell and sleeping on
the benches around it? Most days, I feel uncomfortable spending time in that area because it's being used as a homeless
camp rather than a safe community space. I don't see much value in the structure as-is.

1 Move it to a quieter location. Upgrade the sound system. Decorate it so it isn't so ugly. Face it north so it isn't so attractive for a
homeless hangout. Incorporate it into landscaping/site design better so it doesn't look like the alien dog-turd randomly dropped
onto the landscape.

1 The structure should be moved so that it may be used as a performance venue as its creators intended. Road noise and event
set-up are an issue (there is no backstage facility). The back side of the structure is not engaging and should be hidden, not
facing a major public space like a sidewalk.

1 I don't think it needs to be modified, but (as above) there could be additional structure either temporarily or permanently
attached.

1 The structure is OK. The location might have been useful there when it was built but not in a much larger city.

1 Build a rear addition to facilitate live theater performances, e.g. Shakespeare in the Park or children's theater productions.
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1 The existing form has an innefficient footprint and takes up more space than utility it provides. It should be replaced with a more
modern open design that is made from durable materials. A tensile design with some scalability and rearrangeability could
expand its usefulness.

1 It needs to be moved and reoriented away from one of the busiest intersections in town. It is useless as a bandshell in its
present orientation, and other amphitheater type events such as poetry readings, child story time, theater are equally
handicapped by the noise levels.

1 Integrate it more with 13th Street and the Farmers Market in ways that it feels less isolated in its corner.

1 Provide whatever lighting and acoustic services necessary to enable broader types of uses- theater ( like Mary Rippon
Theater), outdoor films, music performances, etc.

1 Programming through seasons, through the week and through the day: I imagine Cultural Plan provided a lot of input from artist
and patrons. adding Lighting? accommodating a puppet theater? I like the austere geometric expression of the Bandshell. Hope
it is enhanced thoughtfully :) P.s. I liked the earth sheltered image that I have attached to this survey . It's more for inspiration.

1 Relocate inside the civic area, add a backstage area. Add additional infrastructure like power and av wiring to make events
easier to be held.

1 Like most amphitheater seating across American, no matter how "flexibly" they're designed, the seating in front of the
Bandshell is dead space 99% of the time. Get rid of the seating, make it usable park space, and during performances, people
can either stand/dance or sit on the lawn or temporary chairs. The Bandshell is disliked not so much because of the Bandshell
itself, but because of the un-used space in front of it.

1 As I mention in the above comment, I would redesign the seating area. Remove the benches and create a grassy area for
families to bring blankets and picnics, lawn chairs.

1 I would avoid doing much to the structure itself, but supporting seating, changing rooms, staging areas, etc., would help.

1 I would keep the structure intact but would create an adjacent, removeable structure that could support the use of the bandshell
during the summer months.

1 I would focus on making the audience area in front of the bandshell more inviting. Adding a public bathroom nearby might
reduce inappropriate uses.

1 I might change the seating to a lawn for people to relax on. Or perhaps something that is less angled.

1 It could be used for a conservatory or tea room (if it were enclosed), yoga, meditation, and high school/middle school award
ceremonies.
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1 By the river, away from noisy streets

1 Carpenter Park or other place with a natural slope for seating.

1 Move bandshell only 25' south, keeping its historic location. With BMOCA and the Tea House pad, this makes a continuous
arts area.

1 You , whomever you are , are biasing your responses by assuming the historic bandshell should be moved. Its location is
perfect. Flood proof the structure.You should redo this questionnaire to let the public express its aggregate preference (1-10) if it
should be moved at all ! You should also provide the cost estimate of moving the bandshell because that should come into the
decision. Spare the city council from looking inept or unresponsive to the will of the community as is happening with "street
right-sizing" and other ill-conceived ideas in recent months. What is the actual need and evidence for a whole new civic center
plan? Leave city government downtown, not at BCH . We keep the main library downtown against the plan of the former library
director who unwisely wanted it moved to the Watts Hardy dairy.Remember??? Change van be good, but you better have a
better rationale for it than has been demonstrated.
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1 I do not want to see it moved. There is no other space that has such a unique integrity of place and atmosphere and feeling for
the people of Boulder. It has visibility where it is. It has an historic relevance and integrity in the space where it is. To move it
would ruin that historic integrity and the meaning it has to the people of Boulder. Any plan to move it would ruin the historic
integrity to this historic landmark. This is an HISTORIC LANDMARK, why is the city council trying to move this or change it? If
you need an additional space for a changing room or other services to support the structure, you could create another structure
near it to serve such functions. But do not modify the existing structure. That would change the character of the architecture
and the historic structure. But I think that the current City Council is making some other bad decisions for the City of Boulder.
We need to have more oversight and input into their decisions. It is an atrocity that they made a hasty decision with no public
input to modify three roads in Boulder, including Iris, to take half the road away as bike lanes. These roads are too busy to do
that in a city where there is already too much traffic congestion causing frustration on a daily basis to the people of Boulder. I
know that Iris is busy with both lanes all the times of the day. Cutting this road form two lanes each way to just one lane each
way will cause major problems for the people living in those areas. There is not enough bike activity in the city much less on
that road to warrant this. I am also a bike rider and live in this area and I see that the bike paths along Iris are currently more
than adequate for bike traffic. This would only be needed if half of the traffic on this road was from bikes. Currently only a small
fraction of the traffic on this road is from bikes. This construction will only impair traffic flow. We do not need to impair traffic flow
on these three roads to create a whole lane for bikes when there is no evidence of enough bike traffic to need this. Plus it will be
expensive for the city to make this change and therefore to the people of Boulder to do a road project such as this that is not
necessary to repair a road. How is it that the City Council decided on this within a few minutes at a City Council meeting with no
public input or study of whether it was needed or prudent to do this? Is this just a way to tie up the road with useless
construction in the city and line someone's' pockets like what is being done on Arapahoe Avenue? When will the endless
construction on a small stretch of that road be done? What company and what city agency are allowing this short stretch of
road way construction to take a year? What is going on there? This should have been done a long time ago. Why should we
have the City Council decide to tie up more roads in Boulder from their example of unending construction (especially in this
case of modifying for supposed bike traffic where no road construction is needed to correct any road problem) if they cannot
complete the construction on Arapahoe? And they have already caused major problems with the ill-planned and ill-placed
stupid traffic circles. The one on 19th is a tragedy waiting to happen. The RTD bus has a problem going around that traffic
circle. I have been on the bus when it goes around that circle and it is frightening. There is barely enough room and the bus can
barely get through in good weather. But a bus is going to slide through that in snow and cause deaths. The people of Boulder
must have deep pockets to not be concerned about the liability of such a potential tragedy. That is road issue that needs to be
fixed.

1 Scott Carpenter Park has nice hill for tiered seating otherwise, not sure why it can't stay where it is?

1 Not sure I have a clear sense of a better space but as long as it is amenable to people gathering 'round together.

1 - None really if keeping with the Landmark status - If Landmark doesn't matter possibly orient it so the back is on 13th St.

1 Please, do not remove the band shell from its historic context. To do so is equivalent to demolition, as pointed out by former
Lnadmarks Board director, Mr. Gerwing.

1 What about the new Valmont city park near the Valmont bike park? I haven't heard any firm plans for that area. It would be
great to have enough parking to draw people to concerts/events. And traffic isn't so heavy around there.

1 The Rez might be a good location for it; however, it would need intentional programming. July 4th is already a big day for the
Rez. Imagine using the bandshell for the patriotic evening concert along with fireworks.

1 I suggest leaving it where it is. I think it's a great location. Design the new Civic Area around it.

1 Somewhere quieter, maybe by the library? Or demo and build a new performance space in a better location. A mini Santa Fe
Opera.

1 Midway between canyon and arapahoe facing east would be a good location. Farmer's market bands could play there... And
actually be heard.

1 Moved slightly to allow for a calmer, quieter boulevard for people in bikes, but kept in the same general location.
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1 Leave it where it is!!! It is an Individual Landmark and the Secretary of Interior's Standards for Individual Landmarks do not
approve of moving individual landmarked structures.

1 Leave it in place: Its location is historical in and of itself, part of Boulder's and the park's history. It also provides much needed
sound and visual buffering from Canyon (in a way that landscaping couldn't), making the entire park more usable.

1 if it is possible to build a berm to protect it from broadway noise and have more sunken seating that would improve sound

1 keep it where it is is just fine after all these years--it is and has been Boulder History--Why ruin it!!

1 Why move it? It is centrally located relative to the farmers market, etc. Leave it where it is.

1 What is wrong with the current location? In order to find a better location, the problems with the existing location should be
explained.

1 It should stay in place. This is an anchor for the community. What is more civic than a public stage?

1 North Boulder Park (Alpine and 9th.) If you must keep it in the Civic area, move to the Library parking-lot area. Arapahoe is
quieter than Canyon, and it will be away from Broadway then. Curves of bandshell are somewhat similar to curves of Library.

1 Central Park is probably the best location unless this park is slated for some complete repurposing. Internalizing it into the
space and giving it a less formalized 360 degree audience exposure could make it appeal more to potential users.

1 Des Moines, Iowa put a bandshell near the river and built up the stands with soil for grass seating. It is amazing to go watch live
music. I would have never thought visiting a friend in Iowa would turn into us having an amazing time "down by the river"

1 Dave Krieger got it right when he pointed out the city's hypocrisy in restricting private property owners from changing their
historic landmarks, but being willing to allow itself to change or move the ones the city owns. Leave it where it is and maintain it
the way you require private owners to do.

1 There's nothing wrong with the location; the problem is just with our concepts. And it needs a landscape design surrounding it
that accentuates its strengths rather than hiding and camouflaging it.

1 The bandshell should be moved to the North Boulder Park and located on the N or S edge so that as few as tens, or as large as
thousands can participate in the public or private events managed by the public sector manager under City guidelines. With
City moving its offices to the BCH site, the band can and should be moved to the same general area as part of the public facility
complex.

1 This is by far the best location. It is Boulder and Central Park. It is civic area and is in the right place.

1 Anyplace the reduces the number of homeless and makes it an attractive space for community groups to use on a regular
basis.

1 please, consider the cost of moving when considering net gains. I like that Canyon street is behind. It does not interfere with the
performance - I usually show up for Ballet in the Park. Also, if we are to have more evening/night events, then traffic on Canyon
is not that substantial past business hours. it feels very accessible.

1 Leave it where it is - near the Farmers Market, BMoCA, Tea House. Or maybe move it 15 feet south to provide more space for
Canyon Blvd

1 Move it to the muni campus where all the parking is going to be filled in, and put a parking lot where it exists now so people can
park easier.

1 The absolutely essential re-location should be well away from traffic noise. Any place that fits within other activities would be
good.

1 I liked the plan that shows it just south of its current location, facing toward 13th street for performances. A site near the existing
New Britain building would be good too.
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1 Well, honestly, the bandsehll would be awesome at Scott Carpenter Park and would get a lot more use there with the hill
providing great seating for concerts and other productions. But it appears that moving it out of the civic area may not be
possible. With that in mind, it should be moved away from the heavily travelled streets of Broadway and Canyon. A possible
location could be just south of the intersection of 13th street and the ditch, facing southwest. The seating should go away
permanently, and a slightly sloping grassy lawn should be facing the stage. There should be a small removeable structure
located adjacent to it and next to the ditch to support the uses of the bandshell. It could be a cool wedding venue, too . . .

1 The most important element of design that I would recommend for this bridge is a careful consideration of functionality. Please
make this bridge wide enough to accommodate people walking AND people on bikes. It would be ideal if these two groups were
kept separate, both for ease of flow and safety.

1 Maintaining a clear view of the creek is important. It is nice now to watch people fishing or otherwise enjoying the river as you
walk to the library.

1 Historical representations and design. Focus on the history of the city, not a modern design like one can see in any city.

1 First if a new bridge is built , it must be a breakaway structure like other bike/ ped bridges on our creeks.The proposed artsy
bridge should be rejected but the spine should be redirected to the present library bridge BUT it is not a breakaway bridge
design and should be retro fitted to be able to swing free in the next big flood. It is a serious hazard at present. So folks give us
the cost estimate of the new unneeded bridge and enhance the two existing creek bridges 152 feet east (near the muni bldg.)
and 147 feet west at the library bridge. Keep the north-south Peace Park intact. Improve the lighting on the TWO EXISTING
creek bridges if you must do something for nighttime safety. DO NOT ADD ANOTHER BRIDGE across the natural habitat of
Boulder Creek at this location !!!! Where are these expensive, extravagant ideas coming from? Refrain from asking future
questions without cost figures attached.

1 dedicated bike path vs pedestrians. viewing areas/ overlooks to the creek. a big issue will be management of transients who
camp out near the creek. permanent art would be good. lighting maybe, but would be nice if solar powered. if the bridge is a
destination, what else is around it? pointers to the cafe in the library would be good, are there plans nearby for more sit-down,
cafe-style gathering places? if it's a destination, need to think what people will do while there.

1 keep safety in mind so that it isn't a hangout for transients. Open sight lines for ped and bike safety. wide enough for safe use
by multiple peds across and bikes in both directions.

1 Permanent art features, temporary art displays, viewing areas to watch the water and the ducks and stacks of rocks.

1 Why are you even thinking of spending this kind of money when there is a perfectly good bridge right now? It is very functional
in providing connectivity from Pearl Street to the civic area, to the Hill. Please use our taxes for something that is necessary.

1 Solid, surface that is pleasant to walk and bike across. Graceful structural elements. Spots to stop, out of traffic, to look up and
down the creek.

1 Functionality! This will be a transportation corridor first and foremost. Provide safe, efficient, graceful routing for pedestrians and
bikes, with plenty of width for both. The other stuff should be add-ons to that.

1 Beautiful design, eye-catching, feeling open/light but safe, large enough (current ones are too narrow for crowds), enough
space for pedestrians and cyclists, good lighting. Breakaway when we get the big one down the canyon.
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1 Colorful, but nighttime-respectful, lighting that can change color with holidays and seasons. Nothing garish or commercial,
please. Kinetic artwork that reflects the flow of wind and water is a must. Comfortable sitting places (including benches and
rocks) to think, ponder, meditate, and be mindful.

1 Love the second image! (It would be interesting to have changing art features- it would give you a reason to go and check it out
from time to time.)

1 Needs to accomodate both bike and pedestrians, and seemlessly connect routes to downtown through the area.

1 Reference the rail history of the crossing, add LED lighting. Interpretive signage of history of the area on the bridge. See the
Washington street bridge in golden as an example.

1 Something that does not afford opportunities for graffiti. It should capture the natural beauty of the creek and not wall people off
from it.

1 Temporary art displays combined with permanent art displays, lighting LED maybe light shows 1X per hour or every other hour

1 Successful bridge must include very wide and clearly delineated bike lanes and walking space to avoid bike/ped conflict.
Several overlook platforms would be ideal so people can step out of the traffic flow to linger on the bridge. Innovative
architecture, integrated art and temporary art will make the bridge a destination.

1 A successful bridge should a) cross the right body of water, and b) be affordable. Like the bridges we already have.

1 These renderings feel kind of heavy-handed to me. Bridges connect things, don't need to be destinations of themselves. We
already have useful bridges very near to this location.

1 Don't overthink this. A bridge is a bridge. It functions as a crossing over Boulder Creek. Keep it at that.

1 participatory design process, perhaps. sufficient width to allow for movement and standing and sitting.

1 As interesting as the above bridge renderings are, a successful bridge should not compete with or be obtrusive to the natural
environment. Clean lines and a clear view should be key design elements.

1 Don't design a modern bridge. Design a bridge that looks as if it's been there for a century with 'old world' iron work. Bridge
needs to be open so people can view the mountains.

1 Views of Boulder Creek should be the central driver of the design. The most amazing and beautiful part of using that bridge is
pausing to look at and enjoy the creek and the ducks, fish, overhanging trees and people along the banks.

1 Safety. Good sightlines. Easy to view the river, see the fish, wave to tubers and rock-stacking artists, etc.

1 I'm not as concerned with 'innovative lighting' as I am with the necessity to accommodate users (pads, strollers, bicycles). A
new bridge needs to be wider. Silly LED lights (pictured above) do not appeal to me - but perhaps it could be lit during the
holidays to coincide with the festive lighting in downtown and on the mall.

1 Innovative lighting. With LED technology advancing everyday, you can do alot. I live in Boulder and hardly go to the creek
because other then bums there is nothing to see.

1 function is most important to me, I would not want something designed so intensely that it detracted from the natural area, but
some design elements would be good.

1 I like viewing areas and permanent art features -- in fact I recommend making the bridge itself a work of art. And, is there a way
to incorporate Boulder's sister cities into the design? Perhaps an artist from one of our 'sisters' could design a bridge for us??

1 It does not have to be a tunnel. I would support design that is more complimentary to nature. I guess lighting function can drive
the design.

1 Simplicity - let it fade into the the trees. Minimal overhead elements. It snows here, the arched elements in the second photo
would be dropping snow and water on those walking under the arching elements.

1 Keep the views of the creek clear, install benches facing the creek, encourage temporary art installations that fit with and
enhance the creek (rock stacks are great), educational plaques discussing the importance of water to the West, recalling past
floods and celebrating what the city is doing to reduce risk

1 A very sculptural, artistic, innovative structure with innovative lighting to make it beautiful at night and safe. Make it an
architectural competition!

1 The bridge should be a simple, functional structure that derives beauty from the purity of its design. It should be designed to
survive floods and not dominate the natural context it sits within.

1 In that area lighting is important for safety at night. The creek is the most important element so the ability to sit an view and
reflect on the creek is essential.

1 Permanent art features that incorporate flood education in the art should be an integral part of this bridge. The art/bridge design
should be of a similar style to the Gilbert White Flood level marker to the east of Broadway in Central park. Flood levels of the
1894, 1969, 2013, and mapped 500-year flood should be incorporated into the bridge design so that Boulderites get a good
graphic understanding of how big each of these floods were/will be. There should be a way to add future major flood levels onto
the art easily. An easy-to-read and highly visible river-level gauge should be incorporated into the bridge design, so that people
can see how much water is in the creek, and find what CFS the creek is flowing at. Expository educational panels on each side
of the bridge should address Boulder's flood risk and explain the gauge, the art and the bridge design.

1 Why does the City want "an iconic bridge that becomes a destination" as stated in the description to this section of the survey?
The destination should be getting people across the creek and into businesses downtown, not hanging out on the bridge. Don't
get me wrong, a great cool-looking bridge would be great, but the bridge shouldn't be the destination. No art features, art
displays, etc. Less is more in this case. (Good lighting for safety reasons should be a priority)

1 Architectural significance and dignified/timeless materials. It should be wide enough that people can sit on benches or its
banisters without impeding foot traffic.

1 Structural art, different lenses/glass on bridge to look at our creek and mountains reflecting the diversity of perspectives of our
community

1 Don't block views of creek. Reflect Library atrium style. Pull off places to stand and contemplate the creek.

1 Suspension with thin cabling could provide the illusion of floating over the creek and the airiness that structures in nature seem
suited to. Emphasis not on the architectural bridge elements, but on the lace-like framework it could provide for dramatic LED
lighting.

1 A cantilevered or cable-stayed bridge places the emphasis on what-is-bridged: the creek and natural areas.

1 A free-span steel structure that provides the longest structure without elements intruding into the water course or adjacent flood
plain. Transparency and lightness of structure is also important.

1 I'm personally a fan of truss-looking structures that give a nod to railroad history. We used to have a locomotive in City Park.

1 Folks , again you have broken the rule of an objective, useful questionnaire . No New Bridge is needed. If you must tweek the
two excellent looking bridges that serve all the ped/bike needs going north and south

1 I'm not sure this is important, unless there is some historic reference that can be made. Perhaps something that mimics the
historic railroad bridges that would have been in the area during the Gold Rush? I'm not sure what these actually would have
looked liked.

1 Keep the top open, not like the partially enclosing structures illustrated here: Having sides (above waist high) and top - not
matter how artful - detracts from, takes the emphasis and views away from the central feature - the creek itself.

1 Stay away from the industrial look (as photos above). Keep it to human scale (above are too large) and don't have it inclosed.
Something natural - low and in stone. No one i know of in Boulder likes this industrial, large scale look. Nature is serene and
symmetrical. Your second bridge is absolutely crazy looking and not in keeping with nature (unless it is a tornado) nor the
historical structures in town.

1 Something open, airy, unique that doesn't feel like boring concrete road construction. The support shape could mimic the
Flatirons.

1 The bridge design must include a break-away feature so that it does not impede flood waters or act as a dam for debris (trees,
cars, houses) coming down the creek. A dam forming at this location during a flood would have a major flood impact on the
Municipal building.

1 - Cost effective for the taxpayers - Easy to maintain - Other than than, any design that meets the above criteria

1 I think bow or warren truss, one or two tower cable stayed, or suspension could all be incorporated into the natural materials
suggestion below.

1 Invisible, like the Grand Canyon viewing area, perhaps paintings on the underside of the types of rocks, fish, plants in the creek
(walk in the water)

I love the idea
of a treehouse for reading/playing. Could there be three different sizes (small, medium, large) similar to the Three Bears and
also mimics what you have at Valmont Park. Our children have plenty of opportunities to use their imaginations while in Open
Space. I would like the Civic Area Nature Play to be a bit more intentional/strategic. For flower study, how about a sculpture
garden of various flowers made out of metals and bright colors? Making it oversized would feel like a magical journey into a
fantasy book. Adventure Playgrounds were trending years ago. How would that concept fit into the Civic Area? Recently I
visited Moab and walked their urban bike trail, which ended at a musical playground. There were 15-20 different outdoor
instruments. Such fun! In Estes Park, they have one instrument along their creek, but an entire garden of instruments has so
much more potential. Not sure this is what you mean by Nature Play, but I added it in anyway. Wind really impacts living in
Boulder. What kind of Nature Play could incorporate this? Perhaps a garden of various colorful wind sculptures that move?
Kites on display that celebrate the wind? I bet a lot of kids connect wind with scary thoughts because of the serious wind
Boulder gets, so making playful and fun could help children learn to respect it.

1 I don't know exactly, but I think the play should be as undirected as possible. Give kids some simple tools and they'll figure out
how to play. Don't over-program it!
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1 Learning about stewardship, watching ducks and the natural environment, a peaceful place to read, converse and watch
children play.

1 Crossing the creek with boulders, simple climbing/play rocks, hills and trails to follow and explore.

1 Less learning more doing. Our kids know a lot about nature, just don't spend enough time grubbing around in it.

1 All of the above, with the possible exception of hopping rocks if the rocks would form a hazard or barrier to use of the creek by
tubes, kayaks and

1 The ability to play in the creek is important. Gardening/Urban Agriculture could be a very cool addition. Interaction with the fish.

1 I run through this area almost every day. The current green space allows for a lot of different activities without being defined for
any one specifically. (also see # 12 below) Why not leave it that way?

1 All of these are good: natural boat building, reading in a treehouse, studying flowers, watching ducks, swinging over the creek,
crossing the creek by hopping rock-to-rock, climbing an animal shaped sculpture, or learning about stewardship of natural play
spaces

1 old so don't know what seniors will do==seems like all this is for healthy, active young people and kids----

1 Grass and trees. Let Boulder taxpayers create their own nature play. Don't manufacture it for us.

1 animal shaped sculptures are a good idea, if they are widely dispersed they become a kind of scavenger hunt for kids to find
and play on.

1 Reading in a treehouse, swinging over the creek, rock hopping, water feature, picnic area, climbing animal shaped sculptures
lots of places to sit and relax

1 More gardens, especially those that exhibit xeric and naturalized garden options in Colorado. Bee hive exhibits, butterfly friendly
flowers and a botanical fabric that weaves through everything. More changing outdoor art and sculpture, and of course all the
above mentioned active uses listed above. Maybe some type of creek-ecology center or exhibit shoulkd be developed.

1 Tree houses connected with bridges and zip lines, trails and pathways, scavenger hunts, and a conservatory with lady bug or
butterfly farms.

1 None of the best uses have anything to do with something you and your overpaid designers can plan for.

1 Many of us love feeding the ducks behind the library in winter: why not add an informative sign about the duck species that
migrate here? And let's NOT ticket the rock-balancing guy who creates the marvelous rock sculptures - let's encourage
spontaneous art like that. Tree houses with little libraries, flowers and trees with identifying labels, and artful weather-resistant
elements created from reclaimed materials -- like a giant outdoor curtain made from glass or wooden beads that "frame" a view
or play area -- are all wonderful ideas to encourage curiosity and play.

1 I like the idea of action for kids -- fun things like climbing, and yes, crossing the creek....maybe creating gentle pooling areas in
the creek so that kids can play safely in the water and parents do not have to worry about them getting swept down
stream...and love the idea of a swing across the creek -- can a deeper pool be created so that people can use the swing to
jump into the creek? (perhaps unrealistic...)

It would be great if there were tables and or lawn
nearby for picnicking and watching kids

1 admittedly, I branched out from survey's request: I saw the news about the Windhover Contemplative Center at Stanford
University earlier this year and thought this prototype could be offered as a public place symbolic of Boulder. (please, see
attached image)

1 First get rid of the transients. Would never let my kid play down there with all the druggies and drunks.

1 Keep the restrictions to a minimum, but teach kids (and adults) how to interact with the creek safely, respectfully, and
responsibly. Don't build endless barriers.

1 I think installing a small side creek should be considered and will be of particular awesomeness for smaller kids and for their
parents that don't have to get super nervous. This will avoid dangers of the main creek and leave it's habitat/corridor intact. This
could be combined with small wetland area at the exit or entrance points. Have some narrow and wider sections along this side
creek.

1 Divert the creek water to a small man made pool just for kids. Have slides, rope swings and a life guard during the summer.

1 Leave it natural, not really into spending tax money on play area for kids on the creek, also with flood likely to occur again it
would just be washed away.

1 Excavate a small pool fed by the creek but blocked in some visually unobtrusive way from the creek itself

1 There should be a separate controlled-flow channel that is safe, compelling and fun. The City should also ensure good,
protested eddies that can be a place to play during lower water and to provide safe put-in and take-outs for tubers, boaters and
others without the need to trample sensitive vegetation. The City should maximize safety by working to minimize hazards
under and past the Broadway bridge and look for opportunities to maximize fish habitat and waves/features of interest to
boaters, SUPers and other users of the Creek. Developing more good waves that surfers, SUPs, kayaks and canoes could
use would activate the space immensely. Large, engaged crowds form when surfers or boaters are playing on features like the
drop just above the pedestrian bridge between City Hall and the Park Central Building or on the surf waves in the city parks in
Munich.

1 Widening of the basin along the creek-course and creation of more natiural ox-bows and sandbars, as well as creation of
secondary channels would provide a more natural and biodiverse setting as well as absorbing flood events and serving to
protect the surrounding city from a rapidly-rising flood.

1 Look into what they are doing down in Denver next to REI. They are building access for kayaking and swimming. Don't know
how but looks good.

1 I think that might be a liability we don't want to get into. We don't want the kids to go into the creek.

1 Less is more with regard to civic area redesign in general. Access to water, visual appeal is fine as it is. Don't over structure
the natural area; let it retain its natural look and flexible character.

1 Clearly play areas must be protected from the main creek flow which much of the year could easily carry someone
downstream. Plants, animals, and birds will need protected areas.

1 * A wide, sandy beach that accesses shallow water. (See note in question 10 above and check out Aspen's fantastic shallow
pond on the edge of the Roaring Fork river that runs through town. Wildly popular in summer with moms and kids).

1 Designated access points to preserve the creek banks, depending on the design a safe water play area could be a good asset.

1 Could you divert some of it into a small "creek" that could sustain traffic, while still flowing with the same water that's in the
creek?

1 Now it is very dirty and the transient population begs and hangs out so much I won't walk it. Also, the bikes are so dangerous I
would not take my grandchildren on the path. Way too fast. Take the bikes off the walking path.

1 I'm still concerned about travel through this area. While you had a page about crossing the creek at 11th, the last design I saw
showed challenges to cyclists heading north on 13th. How are we helping cyclists traverse this corridor whose destinations are
not downtown?

1 The Peace Park currently provides opportunities to get close to the creek. Kids wade, summer kayak camps use it as a take
off spot, people can sit and quietly observe the water. This seems like it works very well right now.

1 Designated access points, retaining a majority of the natural environment protected from human usage.

1 Protected water play area and designated access points. Signage/displays with a message to respect the creek and that it is
potentially dangerous.

1 Leave the civic center the way it is. The more you meddle with it the worse it gets. This whole exercise is a total waste of our
tax money. The tax for this should never have been combined with other projects.

1 Don't know enough about stream biodiversity and certainly wouldn't want to compromise the resource in anyway, but by
broadening the Creek in this area could it be made shallow enough (aside from high spring runoff season) to be safe for most
kids. Toddlers, even up to 5 should always be supervised around water, but that's the responsibility of each parent. Side note: I
could also imagine a fun zip line running over the river.

1 Biodiversity is shot all to hell in this area, honestly. Just try not to channelize the creek any more and balance safety and
freedom. We're going to lose some folks to the creek every year, it is what it is.

1 Controlled access only where bank is steep or deep channel is close edges. Inviting "beach backwater"

1 I tend to believe that if children are supervised properly than it can be safe to play in or near the creek. But parenting comes in
many forms. Kids may avoid 'protected water play areas' for more adventurous locations.

1 A shallower wading area would be nice but focusing on making it too safe is unnecessary. This should be a park so biodiversity
needn't be a consideration.

1 Could there be an artificial eddy or other place away from the moving flow of water? Maybe some place to show the importance
of river ecology, fish spawning, natural wetlands while also providing safe access to the water?

1 The creek corridor is severely eroded. Access needs to be controlled and limited to flatter areas. Fence (3' stone columns with
8" to 12" log barriers) or provided simple stone seatwalls with signage (creek restoration - no access) in the steeper areas.

1 must take into account operations/maintenance and the impacts to the natural environment - therefore, designating access
points and protecting other areas will be important.

1 Have several stream gauges that clearly show how deep the water is and what the dangerous level of water is, when kids
should not be playing in creek.
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1 I like it the way it is. Informal with some nice architectural elements. I don't really see the need for this change. I am VERY
concerned with any plan that does not consider the need for people to travel THROUGH the area by bicycle.

1 Having gradual, shallow access points would be nice. It is stressful as a parent to bring your child to water and then to have to
warn them of all the various dangers. Someplace to take a stick and dig in the sand would be nice.

1 It would be ideal to have a safe play area for smaller kids. Right now, the creek is off limits for me and my toddler.

1 some way to encourage kids/people to spread out beyond the existing wading area and bridge site, to distribute people impact
further up the creek (to the west)
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
