In advance of your scheduled visit to the North Trail Study Area, here are our comments.
Members of City Council:
Friends of Boulder Open Space (FOBOS) and it's 232 members and supporters are writing to you
now, because we want to set the record straight regarding our view of the Draft North TSA Plan
that is before you this spring. We also ask you to keep the following in mind during your upcoming
“Tour” of the North TSA.
Our position is that the North TSA Plan needs to accomplish two things:
¢ Achieve regional trail connectivity, AND
e Preserve wildlife habitat.
However, the Draft Plan being recommended to you on a 3-to-2 vote by the Open Space Board of
Trustees (OSBOT) does NOT do that.

Achieving Regional Trail Connectivity — An important priority for this TSA is achieving

connectivity to enable users of our trails to hike, bike, run from one property to another —
indeed, to connect from the north edge of the city up to the Joder Property and beyond. We
wholeheartedly support this goal and the enjoyable recreational opportunities that such
connectivity provides. Of the two options for getting from the Wonderland Lake and Boulder
Valley Ranch areas up to the Joder Property, we strongly prefer the route that goes on the EAST
side of Highway 36 along the edge of Left Hand Reservoir. Note: This is the route that is shown in
maps of current alignments being studied for Segment 4 of the Rocky Mountain Greenway Trail.
And though you’ve heard statements about the cost of the underpass to Joder, underpasses that
are necessary to achieve regional connectivity are regularly jointly-funded, with costs shared by
city, county, and state agencies (e.g. the city’s share of the Boulder Canyon trail underpass leading
to Betasso is 10%).

Preserving Wildlife Habitat — Connecting via the route on the EAST side of the highway will enable




preservation of the extremely high biodiversity in the Habitat Conservation Area (HCA) on the
West side of the highway. This is important for two reasons:

1. Boulderites support HCAs and the refuge they provide for our native species. In our regular
Resident Surveys, the registered voters polled repeatedly state that recreation and preservation of
wildlife habitat are their top priorities for open space. And almost all of us (78%) report that

the city has struck the right balance between recreation and protection of natural resources.

2. This public support has been reflected in the number of people at OSBOT hearings speaking out
for protecting the ecological values of the lands on the WEST side of Highway 36. The high
biodiversity of this area is well-documented in the North TSA Inventory Report plus the Boulder
Valley Comp Plan, the Visitor Master Plan, and the Grasslands Ecosystem Management Plan (all
documents approved by City Council following extensive, multi-year public input processes).
What's truly exceptional about this HCA is not only the threatened butterflies, state- and
globally-imperiled plant communities, and wildflowers vulnerable to extinction, but also the fact
that it harbors more different native species of birds than any other area in the OSMP system. It is
one of our largest and highest quality grassland ecosystems with literally hundreds of species of
native plants and vertebrates and many more species of insects and smaller life forms plus 80
million year-old fossils. It contains our last remaining large riparian drainages without trails. This
refuge is a functioning ecosystem unmatched in our OSMP system.

Because of the high level of voter support, the importance of preserving these natural values, and
the fact that the increasing millions of people visiting our open space system (whether they are
watching birds, walking dogs or biking) will negatively impact our natural landscapes ; FOBOS
supports placing trails in the less biologically sensitive areas to the east of the highway and

urges management of the 20% of the North TSA land to the west of the highway (between the
Foothills Trail and the southern edge of the Joder Property) as a Habitat Conservation Area with no
trails.

Would it not be wrong to bisect and degrade areas of very high biodiversity with a major trail
when both preservation and connectivity can be accomplished with trails on the east side of the
highway?

| appreciate your wanting to see my text. | had carefully prepared a 2:37 talk this afternoon, and
lowering the alloted time to 2 minutes really threw me off. | had to skip a couple of points and
part of the summary statement. That was about as fast as | could think on my feet.

Could | please be allowed to come on the Council field trip to the North TSA on Tuesday? i Could
just listen and observe or offer some expertise if you were open to that.

| have been teaching Ecology, Environmental Science, and Geology in the Front Range Area for
over 25 years. | am currently teaching Environmental Sciences at the University of Colorado-
Denver.

| have lived in the Boulder area since 1967, almost always in the Grassland/Lower Montane
Ecotone.

| came across this volume just recently as | was researching background on the North TSA and
looking for ecological field studies for my classes in Environmental Science at CU-Denver.

This volume presents a detailed and authoritative inventory of resources and current
environmental conditions in the North Trail Study Area.

| want to compliment OSMP for producing this impressive body of work. | have found the
scientific/ecological studies by OSMP to be first-rate and reliable.

| will certainly use this and other OSMP studies as models for field investigations in my classes.
However, as | read through this volume and associated studies, | was rather appalled to find that a
connecting trail (West Alignment) from Wonderland Lake area to Joder Ranch had not only been

proposed but approved by the Board of Trustees (on a 3 to 2 vote).

This trail bisects an OSMP-designated Habitat Conservation Area. The alternate trail (East
Alignment) on the east side of Hwy 36 is in a Natural Area, not in a habitat conservation area.




If the bicycle traffic along Hwy 36 is any indication, this trail will receive heavy use.

At this time, | am deeply against the West Trail Alignment, and propose that the East Trail
Alignment is a more ecological/habitat-friendly trail. | honestly cannot imagine how the West
Alignment was proposed, much less approved.

Specific issues with the West Alignment:
1. Already a designated Habitat Conservation area, according to the authoritative study by OSMP.
2. Invasive species, already a problem in Boulder County, will be promoted by this trail.

3. Grassland bird species have declined by as much as 40%, mainly from habitat loss, pesticides,
and other causes. Ground-nesting birds are easily disturbed, and continual disturbance will cause
them to abandon nesting sites. If the ground-nesting density is even as low as 1 nest per 50’, and a
2-mile long trail intersects the area, as many as 200 nests could be disturbed and lost.

Small birds are in precipitous decline in this country, and even a 10% loss of birds due to the new
North TSA Plan will add negatively to the general decline. In a county afflicted by West Nile virus,
the loss of any insectivorous birds should be avoided.

4. Several endangered and threatened species are to be found in the area.

5. The trail in part covers very clay-rich bedrock and soil, which is not suitable for heavy use by
bicycles, equestrians, or hikers.

It would be difficult to convince me that the West Trail Alignment will have 0% impact on the
environment, and any level of loss of diversity and habitat is unacceptable.

The grassland area may seem barren and plain compared to the mountains, but it is a vibrant
ecosystem, and invaluable to the local ecology.

Boulder is a city of ecological consciousness, respect for the natural environment, and a
commitment to preserving and protecting the natural world through scientific understanding. At
the same time, Boulder is a very sports-oriented city. | do think, in their admirable enthusiasm for
a very enjoyable and engaging sport, that the mountain bike community should place ecological
values above recreational desires.

The Boulder City Open Space and Mountain Parks areas contain priceless areas of un-fragmented
habitat in a region facing heavy development and incursion. Once bisected by trails, the habitat
continuity is lost, and is hard to regain. We have here a treasure. We should not sacrifice it to
recreational usage.

This seems to be a collision of values in our fair city. My choice is always going to be habitat
preservation rather than sports use.

| appreciate your level of attention to the northern properties and ongoing input. | have gathered
a little more background on the Brewbaker property which will explain the confusion.

The City’s Brewbaker property has been closed because the agricultural lease for the property has
been managed by Boulder County Parks and Open Space. The County has been managing an
agricultural lease on both their Brewbaker-Sorensson property and the City’s Brewbaker property.
The County’s property and the City’s are adjacent. It is the County’s standard policy to close their
agricultural properties to public access. OSMP has honored this policy with the County managing
the lease on the Brewbaker property.

A review of the lease arrangement last year resulted in the determination that the City should be
managing the lease on the Brewbaker property and after this was accomplished the closure status
would change. OSMP staff has been working with County staff and the lessee to implement this
change. The closure will be lifted once the lease management change is complete.

With the process underway for OSMP to manage the lease and the pending public access change,
the recent OSBT discussion about the status of northern properties for the North TSA Draft Plan
included staff indicating the Brewbaker property as being open to public access. The transitional
state of the management of the agricultural lease was not explained in the staff presentation to
the OSBT and simplified to indicate the Brewbaker property as open when the northern properties
were discussed.

| hope this helps explain why there was a discrepancy between how the property was discussed at
the OSBT meeting and what is currently shown on the online map and how the property is signed.




| apologize for any confusion this situation caused in understanding how the status of the property
was presented at the OSBT meeting.

Hi Steve,

It’s not that | have a high level of attention - it’s the fact that | live in and use the northern
properties, especially this one for my water rights, and am concerned about what is right and what
is not right. So yes, | do have an interest.

| am well aware of the change in management for the Brewbaker property. However, the OSBT
voted to keep the northern properties “status quo” (their words, not mine). The Brewbaker
property was closed to the public, as evidenced by your OSMP map as well as City of Boulder
OSMP "No Trespassing" signs, when the North TSA process began as well as when the vote was
taken by the OSBT. The only notification that | have seen that Brewbaker is possibly an open
property is a slide that was part of your presentation at last Wednesday’s meeting as well as your
claim that this is an internal “plan”, “recent discussions" to open Brewbaker. Functionally, as far as
| am concerned, Brewbaker was closed to the public at the time of the vote by the OSBT to keep all
properties “status quo”. The definition of status quo - “the existing state or condition”.

Remember, the OSBT was very concerned about changing any status and upsetting the neighbors.

| feel that it is more than a ‘discrepancy’ between how the property was discussed at the OSBT
meeting and what is currently shown on the online map and how the property is sighed. The way
that it has all transpired could be considered a less than transparent. It seems that this pending
‘open’ status was something that you only knew internally, wasn’t made known to the public until
the last minute, and it isn’t even a reality yet.

The whole process with the Northern Properties has been completely frustrating. The open and
closed properties flip flopped all over the place on all your different scenarios, for what reasons, |
still do not understand. In my opinion, there are many things that could have been done better as
far as the public, the neighbors, were concerned. In the end it seems that nothing really mattered
because the OSBT was not truly aware of what resources any of the properties contain, nor did
they chose to educate themselves or were they educated. The City Council will have even less
interest. Brewbaker was functionally closed when this process began, as well as at the time of the
vote, and | really feel that it is only right that it should remain that way.

Hi Paula,

Sorry about my delay in responding to you. | was out of the office for most of last week. Thanks
for further explaining your thoughts and concerns about the situation that the Brewbaker property
is currently closed to public access, the inconsistent information staff provided about the access
status of the property, and the Open Space Board of Trustees (OSBT) motion to “support the
current access status” of the northern properties. As previously noted, the Brewbaker property is
in a unique situation because of the transition of agricultural management from Boulder County to
Open Space and Mountain Parks coinciding with the discussions about public access to the
northern properties for the draft North TSA Plan. Considering the motion made by the OSBT and
the current closure of the Brewbaker property, staff is planning on showing Brewbaker as a closed
property in the updated draft North TSA Plan that will be presented to the Boulder City Council for
their approval. This will maintain consistency between the Board motion regarding public access
to the northern properties and the current no public access status of the property.
