Written Statement:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Boulder B-cycle has worked with CityView Peloton 390, L.P. to site a B-station next to the sidewalk in the southeast area of the property which is in close proximity to bus stops on Araphoe Ave. The proposed station size is a 13 dock single-sided station (37’-2” x 5’-8 or 210.6 sq.ft.). The site currently is grass, so a concrete pad (37’-2" x 7’-8" or 284.94 sq.ft.) will be poured to accommodate the station and the required 18" buffer between the station and the sidewalk. This station will be solar powered. The location of this station provides a new transportation mode for residents, employees and visitors at the Peloton Lofts and the surrounding businesses and should help reduce the demand on parking. The proximity to two bus stops and the Arapahoe bike path also provides a significant multi-modal connection for the area. This station will be the easternmost station in the Boulder B-cycle system and is a key location in the system’s expansion.



Boulder B-cycle Program Overview: Boulder Bike Sharing (BBS) dba Boulder B-cycle, a local nonprofit, is working with the City of Boulder to expand the public bike-sharing system in Boulder. Bike-share systems provide short-term bike access at multiple, conveniently located automated station and have proven tremendously popular in Boulder and other cities. While most bike share systems have been implemented by large metropolitan cities, Boulder’s robust network of bicycle facilities, large visitor base, and the community’s embrace of bicycling create a strong foundation for a successful program. 
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
