Requested Council Action

» 3 ordinances to consider:
> 7929 - Amendments to Medical Marijuana Code
> 7930 - New Recreational Marijuana Code
> 7931 - Changes to Chapter 5 regarding odors

» Follow the form of Medical Marijuana regulation

» Include provisions from liquor regulation to
prevent consolidation of businesses ownership

» Ordinance favor existing MMBs over new
businesses

» Balance interests - industry/community

> Physical separation and separate license
required
> Council could count a co-located business as
one business for 500 foot separation
