Project Information:

Location: Vaimont Butte, located at 63™ Street and Butte Mill Road
Type of Permit: Special permit for 1) lethal control of prairie dogs, and; 3) burrow
destruction.

Description of Work: The city will use lethal control on approximately 35 prairie dogs over a
25 acre site on the Valmont Butte property through the use of burrow
fumigants placed directly in the burrows. Barriers have been
improved around the site to prevent new prairie dogs from re-
inhabiting the burrows after the removal efforts.

Burrow fumigants will be applied monthly for the term of this permit, if
there is any evidence of prairie dogs re-inhabiting the site.

Conditions of Approval:

1 The proposed project/activity is approved on the basis that it satisfies applicable requirements
of Chapter 6-1-39, "Special Permit," Boulder Revised Code 1981.

2 All burrows within the project area will be destroyed after removal is complete.
3. The department will institute an on-going manitoring effort on the site whereby new

burrows will be immediately destroyed and filled to prevent further colonization of the
site until the area is sealed.
